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Emeritus Bishop Percival Joseph E. Fernandez was born on 20th December 1935 in 
Mangaluru. He joined the seminary in the year 1952. He was ordained a priest of  Bombay 
Archdiocese on 21st December 1960.He led the Bangladesh Refugee Relief  in Mumbai from 
1971 to 1972 and was the Director of  Catholic Charities in the Archdiocese of  Bombay from 
1972 to 1975. In 1973 he was placed in charge of  the Maharashtra Drought Relief  and the 
Uganda Refugee Relief  Work. From 1978 to 1985, he served as the Administrative Officer and 
of  St. John's Medical College in Bengaluru. During his term there, from 1980 to 1983, he 
completed his Masters in Business and Public Administration (MBPA) in USA. He is a PhD in 
Health Management and an MA from Pune University. From 1985 to 2000, he served St. John's 
National Academy of  Health Sciences in Bengaluru as its Director and Chief  Executive. On 
March 13, 2001 he was appointed the Auxiliary Bishop for the Bombay Archdiocese and received 
his Episcopal ordination on 21 April 2001. He retired as Auxiliary Bishop of  Bombay on 
December 20, 2010. He is in charge of  the Archdiocesan Health Corpus Fund to assist poor 
Catholic families in their health care needs.
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
